number, or new siblings commencing at the school
in 2019. Check with the school office if you are
unsure.

You can apply if you hold a Centre Link Card, Health
Care Card, you are a foster parent or a DVA (white) Card
holder. The forms are available at our office for new

applications and the deadline for their return is 28" June.
